Á 70% school children have Iron Deficiency Anaemia.

Á Incidence of NTDs varies between 0.5-8/1000 births, 50-70% of
which are preventable ïFolic Acid Deficiency.

Á 57% of the Pre-School Children have Sub-clinical Vitamin-A
deficiency.

Á Iodine deficiency is endemic in many parts of the country.

Á 70% of population have micronutrient intake which is less than
50% of RDA.
